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City E-mail Addresses Changing to a Simpler Format 
 

(Stockton, CA)  - City of Stockton e-mail addresses will soon be changing, making e-mail 

communication with City employees much easier.  Effective July 15, 2011, e-mails sent by 

City employees will have a new extension that matches the City’s web site: 

stocktongov.com. 

 The City’s current e-mail format includes the employee’s first name and last name, 

followed by the extension, for example, firstname.lastname@ci.stockton.ca.us.  Beginning 

July 15, 2011, the e-mail extension and format will change to 

firstname.lastname@stocktongov.com.  The current format was traditionally used when 

government entities first began using e-mail.  Many government organizations have 

converted to simpler formats to improve communications.  

City employees can already receive e-mails in the new format and will be able to 

receive e-mails under both formats for a conversion period of approximately 3 years.  After  
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July 15, 2011, all outbound e-mails sent by City employees will be in the new format.  All  

those communicating with City employees using e-mail are asked to make the change in 

lists and databases to avoid missed messages.
